The HSC results are available to students on the Internet, by SMS text message and by automated 
telephone services from 6 am on Wednesday 14 December. Students will receive HSC results 
summaries in the mail on Friday 16 December and their full credentials on Tuesday 10 January 2011.

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Your ATAR 
(Information for Students) 

 
Most university courses in NSW and the ACT attract greater numbers of applicants than available 
places. The ATAR is a system that enables universities to rank applicants for university entrance in a 
fair and equitable way.   
 
The change from the UAI to the ATAR in 2009 aligned NSW ranks to a common scale and a common 
name used by all states except Queensland.  The top rank is now 99.95 instead of 100 and the ATAR

Eligibility for an ATAR  
 
To be eligible for an ATAR you must satisfactorily complete at least 10 units of ATAR courses. Please 
note that only Board Developed Courses (which have been developed by the Board of Studies) can 
count towards an ATAR. 
 
These ATAR courses must include at least: 

¶ eight units from Category A courses 

¶ two units of English 

¶ three Board Developed courses of two units or greater 

¶ four subjects.

HSC students are placed in a rank order. The rankings are adjusted to include all students from that 
Year 7 cohort, assuming they had continued & had been eligible for an ATAR. The ATAR is reported 
as a number between 0 and 99.95, with intervals of 0.05. The top ATAR is 99.95, the next is 99.90 & 
so on. Students with equal aggregates get equal ATARs. An ATAR of 50.00 indicates a student is 
halfway up the group of that year. 
 

Why do universities use scaled marks? 
 
Scaling is designed to encourage students to take the courses for which they are best suited.  It 
ŀŘƧǳǎǘǎ ǘƘŜ ǎǘǳŘŜƴǘǎΩ Ǌŀw marks to an estimation of what their marks would have been if all courses 
were studied by all students. The underlying principle is that students should neither be advantaged 
nor disadvantaged by choosing one HSC course over another.

Vocational experience  
The University places considerable importance on vocational experience in determining the 
likelihood of your success in a course. For some courses, your admission rank will automatically be 
increased by up to 4 points if previous vocational experience is closely related to the course you wish 
to study. 
 
Regional Bonus Scheme (RBS)* 
If you are a current Year 12 student and will complete the HSC/VCE at a school or TAFE college in the 
University's region, or a non-Year 12 applicant who resides in the University's region, your 
admissions rank will automatically be increased by five points under the University's Regional Bonus 
Scheme (RBS). For further information call 1800 334 733. 
 
* The region served by the RBS is all of regional Australia, excluding the Sydney, Melbourne, 
Brisbane, Adelaide and Perth metropolitan areas, but including Darwin and Hobart.  
 
Educational Access Schemes 
CSU participates in both EAS through UAC and the Special Consideration for Admission Scheme 
(SCA) direct through CSU. 
 
The schemes are open for entry to all undergraduate courses except the Associate Degree in Policing 
Practice, which has its own program. Eligibility for either scheme does not guarantee admission but 
does allow successful applicants with an ATAR (or equivalent) below the course cut-off to compete 
for a place.

uniTEST 
uniTEST is an equity initiative primarily used for any current Year 12 student who satisfies the 
eligibility of disadvantage as assessed under the Educational Access Scheme (EAS). 
The test has been designed to assess the kinds of generic reasoning and thinking skills that underpin 
studies in higher education and that are needed for students to be successful at this level. uniTEST 
assesses this reasoning and thinking across the two broad domains of mathematics and science, and 
humanities and social sciences. 
 
There is no preparation required, with the test being mostly multiple choice and lasting 
approximately 2.5 hours. 
 
The results of the test are included in a selection process which also considers the rank applicants 
have obtained through their ATAR and any additional study. An academic panel will review the 
combination of these factors in determining an offer to undertake study at Macquarie.

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Paying for your studies (HELP loans) 
 
The Australian Government assists eligible students to undertake further study by funding 
Commonwealth supported places and providing access to the Higher Education Loan Program 
(HELP). The HELP scheme offers a suite of different loans for different types of study to assist eligible 
students to study now and pay their tuition costs later. A person only begins repaying their HELP 
debt through the tax system once they start earning over the HELP repayment threshold, which is 
$47,196 in the 2011-12 income year. 
 

HECS - HELP 
Commonwealth supported places are substantially subsidised by the Australian Government so that 
students only have to pay a student contribution for their units of study. Eligible students may use a 
HECS HELP loan to pay their student contributions or receive a discount for up-front payments. The 
annual student contribution amount for a full-time student will vary depending on what you are 
studying and are outlined below:

FEE - HELP

the postgraduate level at universities and for courses offered at private higher education providers.

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Study expense changes for students receiving Austudy, ABSTUDY and Youth Allowance 
  
Students on Austudy, ABSTUDY and Youth Allowance can now claim a deduction for their study 
expenses. This change is a consequence of a High Court decision on 11 November 2010. 
 
You are eligible for a deduction for each year you lodge a tax return if: 

¶ you received Austudy, ABSTUDY or Youth Allowance to study and included the allowance as 
income in your tax return 

¶ you incurred study expenses, and 

¶ you did not claim a deduction for these expenses. 
 
Youth Allowance paid to 16-20 year olds when they are looking for work or undertaking approved 
employment-related activities is not included.

Commonwealth Scholarships 
 
Eligibility for a Commonwealth Scholarship is generally linked to receipt of a Centrelink benefit.  If 
you are applying for Youth Allowance or another Centrelink benefit to help with full time university 
study, you should also check www.uac.edu.au/equity for details of the various types of 
Commonwealth Scholarships.  These scholarships are based on need more than academic 
achievement.  
 
As well as Institution Equity Scholarships and Commonwealth Scholarships Indigenous there are two 
CS scholarship schemes that began in 2010. These are the Student Startup Scholarship and the 
Relocation Scholarship. They are administered by Centrelink.  Students do not have to apply, but will 
be assessed when they apply for a Centrelink benefit such as Youth Allowance, and will be paid 
directly if they are eligible.

General educational qualifications 
Many courses require completion of a general educational qualification such as the NSW Higher 
School Certificate (Year 12). If you do not have a formal general educational qualifications, there 
may be alternatives. See www.tafensw.edu.au/applyenrol/enrolling/equivalences.htm for details. 
 

Knowledge and skills in specific subjects 
Although TAFE NSW does not select students on the basis of their ATAR, some courses require a 
good understanding of specific HSC subjects. When this is the case you will be asked to assess your 
own abilities in the subject to confirm you are able to cope with the demands of the course. 
 

Vocational qualifications and experience 
For entry to some courses you will need to have gained experience or qualifications in relevant 
vocational fields. This is particularly the case for courses at higher levels as they may be designed to 
build on existing work-related knowledge and skills.  
 
 
 

TAFE NSW ς International Students 
TAFE NSW courses are internationally recognised.  Student visa holders can choose from over 250 
coursesτfrom Certificate to Advanced Diploma level, as well as Graduate Certificates.

Quick Guide 

 

What is Youth Connections? 
¶ Youth Connections provides a holistic approach for individual young people at risk. 

¶ The Youth Connections program is available to eligible young people who are most at risk of 
disengaging, or are already disengaged from education, family and/or the community. 
Service delivery is characterised by flexible and individualised case management to young 
people to remain engaged or re-engage them with education and/or further training, and to 
improve their ability to make positive life choices. 

¶ Responsibility for Youth Connections rests with the Australian Government Department of 
Education, Employment and Workplace Relations. 

 

Who benefits? 
To participate in Youth Connections, a young person must be identified as being at risk of not 
attaining Year 12 or equivalent and at risk of not making a successful transition through school and 
from school to further education, training or work. Youth Connections targets young people who are 
experiencing a combination of issues which present significant barriers to their educational 
attainment and successful transition. 
To be eligible, a young person must also be within the specified age range for their State or Territory 
(e.g. 11-19 years in NSW). 
 

What does Youth Connections deliver? 
Youth Connections offers a variety of services so that young people at risk can access the help they 
need.  Service delivery is flexible aƴŘ ǎŜŀƳƭŜǎǎ ŀƴŘ ǊŜŦƭŜŎǘǎ ǘƘŜ ȅƻǳƴƎ ǇŜǊǎƻƴΩǎ ǇŜǊǎƻƴŀƭ ǎƛǘǳŀǘƛƻƴ 
and circumstances, aiming to build resilience and improve the personal skills and wellbeing of the 
young person. 
As well as delivering services to individual at risk young people, Youth Connections provides 
outreach support and regional capacity building. Outreach support is achieved by providing 
proactive youth focused activities in a region. The activities are available to all at risk young people, 
and their families where appropriate, with the primary aim of finding, connecting with and engaging 
severely disengaged young people.  
 

How does it work? 
Intensive individual assistance and transition support is delivered by a network of primarily non-
government and community-based organisations.
