Year 9 will begin making their transition plans this term. This process involves individual interviews as we begin to talk with students about their interests and the importance of making meaningful connections between school and work.
Tax File Numbers

The school is able to process Tax File Number forms for students. This is by far the simplest way for your student to get a TFN.  Applications will be handed out in roll call over the next few weeks.
However this is a service we offer and it is not offered all year. It was disappointing last year to have students not take up the opportunity when the forms were mailed directly home. Please encourage your student to take advantage of this opportunity even if they don’t think they need one yet. A tax file number takes 4-6 weeks to process. Sometimes students do not see the need until they suddenly get a job and 

then they want their tax file number processed as quickly as possible. Even if your student does not currently have a job you are strongly encouraged to have your student fill in the form. The tax file number is then ready for whenever your student needs it. We do not envisage at this stage running another TFN drive this year. Applications must be returned to the school by Friday the 5th of March 2010.

WORK EXPERIENCE (Year 10)
Work experience preparation is well under way. Work experience surveys have been distributed so that students can  suggest what they may like to do for work-experience. Work-experience handbooks have been distributed to the student. Please familiarize yourself with this book. Year 9 and 10

A Tax File Number (TFN) application form will be sent home to all Year 9 and Year 10 students so if they do not already have a TFN they will be able to apply for one by completing the application form and returning the completed form to the Careers Adviser for processing. The school application process is much easier than applying to the Australian Taxation Office (ATO). It is now a requirement of the ATO that birth certificate details are required before the form can be processed. 
The College Careers Team have organized an excursion for  students who are interested in exploring career options in the NSW  Police and Forensic Science areas on  24th to 26th February at the  ACT Correctional Service Canberra , University of Canberra, Canberra Institute of Technology Canberra, and NSW Police Academy Goulburn. The College Careers Team believe that it is very important that students are aware of all of their options so they can make an informative decision about their Career path. By attending the different organizations that students have shown an interest in and speaking to the organizations personnel they can find answers to the large number of questions that students have about their nominated career. There is a cost of $200 for this excursion. Positions are filling fast so if you are interested please pick up a permission note ASAP.
On Wednesday 17th February an Occupational Health and Safety Construction Induction (green card) course will be held in the Library. The cost of the course is $120 and will go from 9.00am—4.30pm. Students wishing to do work experience in the Construction industry will need this qualification to work on a construction site. As numbers are limited, students need to get in fast.

The College Careers Team have organised for the University Roadshow to visit our campus and speak to all Year 10 students on Tuesday the 30th March 2010. They will also be available to speak to parents in the evening on the same day. 
Year 10’s Work Readiness program was completed in term 4 2009 and  students now have all the information to start the process of looking for a host employer for their work experience. A number of students have already secured their host employer with a large number in the process. Any student that missed out  with the Work Readiness program will be caught up with early in Term 1.

Students can start their Work Experience placements for Term 1 from Week 3 Monday  8th  February to Week 10 Monday  29th March  inclusive. Each student has the opportunity to undertake 2 weeks of Work Experience (2 x 1 week blocks, we are encouraging students to complete their first week in term 1). during 2010. I  encourage you to work with your child and help them to secure a work placement as the benefits are enormous. 

Each student will be giving paperwork (Student Placement Record, SPR) which needs to be filled in before they can go on Work Experience.  The SPR contains all the contact and conditions for the Work Experience. Parents will receive a copy once I have received it back from the student. Parents will also receive a booklet called “Parents and Careers Guide to Work Place Learning” This has all the information about Work Experience, if you have any further questions after reading this you can contact me by phone or email.
